Competition progress 
Check-in per entire school is from 8:00 am to 9:00 am. Briefing referees approximately 9:15 am,  
Spectators' stands open at 9:00 am, briefing coaches approximately 9:30 am, tournament start approximately 10:00 am. 
 
Registration fee or entrance fee 
The registration fee per participant is €15,-. The complete registration fee of the school must be paid in cash and in the correct amount by the 
coach at check-in. 
Participants must also hand in their graduation pass (completed in full, including passport photo and pasted Federal Seal 2024) in order to 
check age and grade. Unfortunately, no graduation pass/Federal seal 2024 means no participation. 
Spectator entrance €10 (PIN payment possible), free for children up to 5 years old. 
1 coach free entrance. Free entrance for 2 or more participants, 2 coaches. Coaches in tracksuits. 
Only karatekas in karate suits or tracksuits or official uniforms are on the hall floor.  
 
Competition registration 
The closing date for registration is Friday februari 28, 2025 and complete the attached registration form and email it to 
info@kyokushinkarate.nl. Please note: only use this original registration form! You can also mention your possible referees here. If there is an 
overabundance of referees, this will be fed back. 
 
Competition system:  
Pre-round by point system. From the last 8 (or 4 depending on the field of participants) the pyramid system/flag system will be used. 
The referees use flags to determine the winner. If there are less than 4 participants in a division, the tournament director may decide to merge 
classes. 
 
In division 4, 6 and 9 in round 4 it is not allowed to perform a kata that one has already performed in a previous round.
